A COURSE FOR ALL SEASONS 
 
Welwyn Garden City Golf Club has a reputation for 
consistently providing members and guests with a course 
that is one of the best kept in Hertfordshire. 
 
Measuring 6100 yards off the back tees, 5527 off the red 
tees, it is set in undulating parkland.  
 
With excellent drainage, it can truly be considered a 
course that can be enjoyed all year round. 
 
With five testing par-3s, four of them over 180 yards 
from the back tees, it represent a true test of golf for all 
standards of player. 
 
Marquee holes include one of the trickiest opening holes 
in the county – 465 yard, slight dogleg par 4, almost 
always into the prevailing wind. 
 
The 14th, The Dell, is a 202 yard, picturesque par 3, 
through a gap in the trees and over a deep dell.  This is 
one of the best short holes in Hertfordshire and would 
not be out of place on even the best of Championship 
venues. 
 
The 17th is regarded by many as the signature hole of the 
course. The tough 600-yard par-5 is a true three-shotter 
for almost everyone, finishing on a small, narrow green.
