  Booking must be made in advance either via the website, 

or over the phone. PLEASE CANCEL ANY TEE TIMES 

YOU NO LONGER NEED IN GOOD TIME. 

 

 Maximum 2 balls unless golfers are members of the 

same household. 

 

  Buggies are available for one person unless riders are in the same household. 

 

 

  

 

ARRIVING AT THE CLUB 
 

  If you feel unwell with flu-like symptoms, please cancel your tee time in good time and stay 

at home. 

 

  Travel to the club alone, or with a member of the same household. 

 

  Arrival at the course no more than 15 minutes prior to your reserved tee time. 

 

  Social distancing to be observed at all times. 

 

  Report to the reception window immediately upon arrival. Card payments are strongly 

encouraged. 

 

  The clubhouse will remain closed, the toilets remain open. 

 

 A selection of take-away snacks and drinks and the usual golfing essentials will be available. 

 

 The driving range remains closed (Bradley and Marc may be available for lessons following 

their own risk assessments).  

 

 The practice putting and chipping greens are available 10 minutes prior to your tee time only 

and not for prolonged practice. 

 

 

ON THE COURSE 
 

  SLOW PLAY IS FORBIDDEN. IF YOU ARE BEING HELD UP PLEASE HOLD 

YOUR CLUB HIGH IN THE AIR. THE GOLFERS IN FRONT MUST EITHER 

CALL THROUGH – OBSERVING SOCIAL DISTANCING, OR PICK UP AND 

WALK TO NEXT HOLE.   
 

  Physical distancing observed throughout, particularly on tees and green. 

 

  Bunkers to be treated as GUR, rakes have been removed. 

 

  Flagsticks to remain in the hole and must not be touched. 

 



  Hole cups inverted for simple, contact-free ball retrieval. 

 

  Do not return to the tee to play again if a ball is lost, unplayable, or in a penalty area. 

 

  Equipment, food, and drink must not be exchanged between players. 

 

 Players must not pick up another player’s equipment or golf ball. 

 

 Players must refrain from handshakes and high fives. 

 

 

GETTING HOME SAFELY 
 

  Hands may be washed and sanitised at the outside hand washing station, or in the toilets. 

 

  The clubhouse and changing rooms will remain closed. 

 

 Post round, players must return immediately to their cars.
