Specific Hole Requirements/ Instructions:

Hole 1st/10th. Do not tee off the 1st/10th until the 4th/13th tee,

on the left side, is clear.

Hole 2nd/11th. O0B, see boundary hedge on right side, a public

road is the other side of the hedge. After leaving the Green, cross

the road, beware of traffic.

Hole 3rd/12th. Separate tee positions for 3rd and 12th holes. The

direction of play is back across the road. Pedestrians and traffic

have priority.

Hole 4th/13th. Elind tee shol. Beware of players teeing off from
the 1st/10th tee. If players are in front, you must wait for the bell
to be rung. Do not forget to ring the Bell when leaving the hole.
Hole 5th/14th. Be mindful of players on the left side playing the
8th/17th hole. The hole has a Blind shot over the crest of the hill.
Be sure that the group ahead are out of range.

Be aware of pedestrians or vehicles on the road across the
fairway who have priority.

Hole 6th/15th. Blind shot. Wait for group ahead to ring the bell.
Do not forget to ring the Bell when leaving the Green.

Hole 7th/16th, Separate tee positions for the 7th and 16th, either
side of the th Green. Shots must not be played if traffic is using
the road. When leaving the 16th tee walk behind the 6th Green.
Trolleys and Buggies, take the path front right of the Green and
up the road to the next tee. In wet conditions buggies must use
alternate path through wooded area on LHS.

Hole 8th/17th. Be mindful of players an the left side, playing the
5th/14th hole. The hole is a RHS dogleg and contains a number
of Blind shots Do not attempt to carry the field or drive across
the dogleg bunkers without first sending a runner to ensure

the fairway and green are clear. Ring the Bell when leaving the
Green.

Hole 9th/18th. 18th black tee, take care that the roadway is clear.
Longer wayward shots from the tee can bring the bth tee an the
left or the Buggy Park on the right into play. Shout Fore should
this happen.
