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MEMBERSHIP CATEGORY INFORMATION

FULL MEMBERSHIP

Full Members of Bognor Regis Golf Club have full access to the golf course and clubhouse facilities. Full
members can book tee times 7 days in advance online & through our teetimes@bognorgolfclub.co.uk
email. There are many competitions for full Men & Lady & Junior members throughout the year, which
are open to sign up for with an active handicap. You may obtain a handicap with Full Membership also.

FLEXIBLE MEMBERSHIP

Flexible membership is designed to suit the modern lifestyles of those whose working and family life
leaves them with little time to play golf and who cannot justify the full subscription. Flexible members
pay an annual subscription fee and purchase the minimum credit bundle annually. Additional credits
can be purchased throughout the year. Credits are used to pay for rounds of golf. The number of

credits per round depends on the time of day and day of the week. Full information about this category
can be found in the Flexible Membership Information Pack.

SOCIAL MEMBERSHIP

Social Members have membership of the Clubhouse and its facilities and are able to attend social
functions.

Social Membership offers the use of the putting green and practice ground, but does not include green
fees at reduced rates, except as a guest of a member.

ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP - (COUNTRY MEMBERSHIP)

Associate Member may play a maximum of 15 rounds of golf per year and offers the use of the putting
green and practice fairway. Person’s main residence must be more than 50 miles from BRGC.

The Member must hold a recognised handicap.

An Associate Member may play in Club Competitions.

OVERSEAS MEMBERSHIP

Person’s main residence must be abroad. Overseas Membership offers 4 weekly units of play per year -
Weeks can be used consecutively or as individual weeks, but not individual days. The Member must
hold a recognised CLUB handicap. Overseas Member may play in Club Competitions.

LIMITED INCOME MEMBERSHIP
