"It is the policy of the club that membership is open to the whole community without discrimination 
including those on low or modest incomes. Our Community Membership scheme allows 
anyone able to demonstrate they cannot afford full membership to join the club and at a cost of no 
more than £520 a year. If you cannot afford full membership, please apply to the General Manager 
who will advise what information and supporting documents will be required to verify your eligibility 
and the terms of the Community Membership scheme. Each application will be considered on its 
merits. We may ask you for further information or supporting documents as part of our application 
process." 

A reduced rate membership will be offered to any applicant who is on a Low to Modest income 
and who cannot afford to pay the club’s standard subscription rate. 

 
 Annual subscription cost is £500*. 

(*Subscriptions include limited equipment if required.) 
 

 Community membership is only available to those on Low to Modest incomes. 
 

 Community members receive 52 credits one round will cost 1 credit.  
 

 Community members can use their credits Sunday to Friday after 12pm.  
 

 New members introduced under this scheme shall adhere to the same rules and terms and 
conditions as those applicable to the current members of HGC. 
 

 This Membership category has voting rights at HGC. 
 

 New members are eligible to obtain and maintain an official WHS handicap. 
 

 Before play on EVERY occasion, members MUST Register in the Pro Shop and swipe their 
membership card. Failure to do so will result in a first warning letter and the appropriate credit 
deducted from their card. Should a second situation occur then all credits will be forfeited, and 
the membership terminated.  

 
 Community members can play in medal, stableford and fun events.  

 
 Unused credits cannot be transferred to another person and cannot be carried forward from one 

year to the next.  
 

 Community members must inform the club immediately if they no longer qualify for this category 
of membership.
